Using Guidelines on an Image 
Using guidelines on an image are useful to 

• Quicken up image processing and preparation workflow 

• Ensure the edited image matches  

o Your camera sensor aspect ratio (See: Common Camera Sensor Aspect Ratios) 

o The matt board aperture 

o Your custom designed dimension for either / or both the above 

• Ensure the projected digital image matches the printed image 

• Ensure consistency of the image dimensions and border etc.

• Vertical: from Left to Right 

• Horizontal: from Top to Bottom

Changing the colour of the Guidelines 
When using Guides, I prefer to change 
from the default Cyan color to something 
more calming. To do this, select 
Preferences > Guides, Grid & Slices and 
either select a color from the drop down 
list, or, click in the color swatch to the 
right and choose any color you would like. 
From Julianne Kost’s blog 
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ADD a 5mm border for a visual gap between the image and matt board
