Halloween may conjure up images of kids in costumes knocking on neighbourhood doors asking for lollies and throwing 

eggs on walls and windows if they don’t get their sugar fix…  However, this is a great opportunity for low light 

photography, black light photography or being inspired by some gore of the 70’s Italian B grade horror flicks. 

However, remember to play nice as if you submit the images into competitions, they cannot offend.  So maybe use some 

psychology of fear to imply something, rather than display it literally…  Something like Joshua Hoffine Horror 

Photography may be too literal, but may inspire.  Horror movie posters can also inspire… 

We will use this photoshoot for developing Story Telling through your image.  See if you can inspire or trigger the 

emotions you set out to capture…  See if you can replicate the darkest image you have seen or use comedy to  to 

celebrate romance or Valentine’s Day.  Who knows, you may even have an image you send out on Valentine’s Day…
